Provide a detailed project description, in “Storyboard Format” (Roxy’s handouts on ASOF website). 
Include narration, digital photos, video footage and recorded data (in a spreadsheet &/or graph format—make sure to label everything with proper units). 
Please label ALL data with your name, date, location, weather info and relevant comments

REMEMBER, your audience (adults from other cities and states) was not with you when you gathered your data. They know NOTHING about where you live, what you studied or why you chose your particular project. 

TELL THEM EVERYTHING! (almost:-)

USE the Digital Storytelling Rubric and Storyboard handouts (posted on ASOF website AND given out at the Denali Camp)
The following questions might help:
· What did you do? 
		(What was your ASOF local project?)
· Why did you choose it? 
(Did your community want a question answered, or did a local agency need help on gathering data, or were you inspired by a presentation…?)
· When did you do it? Describe your timeline
(When did you begin? How often did you gather data; did you follow a schedule? Is it over or is it continuing beyond Oct 30th?)
· Who helped you do it? 
(Did you involve community members, local resource personnel, government agencies, scientists from elsewhere or other students?)
· What costs were involved? 
(Include your budget, if you had/have one)
· What impacts does your study have on your community?
· What improvements would you suggest for next year? Why?
