· Is between ages 14-19 (or has teacher recommendation)

B. BASIC SCIENCE SKILLS – working toward proficiency in level 4 
· Knows how to ask inquiry questions
· Has good observation skills: 
· Knows difference b/tw  testable & non-testable question
· Knows how to accurately collect & label data
· Knows how to interpret data

C. BASIC TECH SKILLS -- proficient level 4
· Know how to appropriately use the following technology (in ASOF kit):
· GPS
· ASOF camcorder - Imovie 
· ASOF digital camera  - Iphoto 
· Vernier Probes  - LoggerPro

D. BASIC PERSONAL/SOCIAL SKILLS -- proficient level 4
· Is able to implement Sliding Scale traits:
· Teamwork, Self-motivation, Collaboration, Adaptability, Flexibility, Respect for all (including teachers and guest scientists), Willingness to participate, Try new activities, Positive attitude …
